The meeting Zas 
then opened. 

Mr. Finn moYed to approYe the minutes of the preYious meeting.  Mr. Hartman seconded.  
On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Finn moYed to accept the Treasurer¶s report as presented. Mr. Hartman seconded. On 
called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Hartman recessed the public meeting to conYene the final CDBG public hearing for 
2019 funds, then turned the hearing oYer to Linda Sterling of SEDA-COG.

Ms. Sterling said the hearing presented the final opportunit\ for public input on the 2019 
grant fund allocation of $314,838.00 as folloZs: DanYille Area Communit\ Center 
Sponsorship Program, $47,222.00; WashingtonYille Municipal Authorit\ WasteZater 



Treatment Plant Replacement, $131,312.00; Count\ administration, $1,100.00; and 
SEDA-COG administration, $47,220.00.

Of DanYille Borough¶s 2019 allocation of $97,304.00, $80,204.00 is earmarked for the 
Mulberr\ Street CulYert Replacement Project and $17,100.00 for SEDA-COG 
administration.

Ms. Sterling reYieZed the fair housing resolution and procurement polic\. There being no 
further public comment, Mr. Hartman adjourned the hearing and reconYened the public 
meeting. 

Under old business, Mr. Hartman moYed to adopt Ordinance 7 of 2019 to increase the 
Hotel Room Rental Ta[ from 3 percent to 5 percent effectiYe Januar\ 1, 2020, using the 
rate increase to fund MARC operations. Mr. Finn seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in 
faYor.

Mr. Hartman moYed to enter into a memorandum of understanding Zith MARC and the 
Columbia Montour Visitors Bureau to utili]e the additional 2 percent in Hotel Ta[ 
reYenues to support MARC. Mr. Finn seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Under neZ business, Mr. Finn moYed to adopt Resolution R-10-24-2019 authori]ing 
submission of the CDBG 2019 grant application to DCED. Mr. Hartman seconded. On 
called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Hartman moYed to readopt the Fair Housing Resolution. Mr. Finn seconded. On 
called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Finn moYed to approYe the CDBG/Home Program Procurement Polic\. Mr. Hartman 
seconded. 

Mr. Finn moYed to approYe a CDBG 2015 budget reYision, moYing $30,000.00 from the 
Cooper ToZnship priYate seZer laterals project to the WashingtonYille Main Street 
beautification project Mr. Hartman seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Finn moYed to approYe a CDBG 2017 budget reYision, moYing $12,000.00 from the 
Cooper ToZnship priYate seZer laterals project to the WashingtonYille Main Street 
beautification project Mr. Hartman seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Hartman moYed to adopt Resolution R-10-23-2019 reappointing Holl\ Brandon as 
the Section 504 Compliance Officer and establishing a grieYance procedure for 
complaints regarding accessibilit\ to Count\-oZned facilities and programs. Mr. Finn 
seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Finn moYed to approYe the health insurance reneZal Zith GHP for 2020. Mr. 
Hartman seconded. Mr. Finn said health insurance is one of the costliest parts of the 
Count\ budget, and the Count\ Zas able to negotiate an initial 30 percent increase doZn 

to 5 percent, Zhich reflects an additional $50,000.00 to General Fund e[penses. He 
thanked GHP staff Zho Zent to bat for the Count\ to loZer premiums as Zell as Count\ 
emplo\ees for being mindful of utili]ing serYices to keep costs doZn such as the use of 
generics and 90-da\ mail order prescription refills.

Mr. Hartman moYed to approYe the fiscal \ear 2019-2020 JuYenile Probation SerYices 
Grant Agreement of $52,759.00 Zith the JuYenile Court Judges¶ Commission. Mr. Finn 
seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.



Mr. Hartman moYed to designate Teri ProYost, SEDA-COG Director of Housing, 
Rehabilitation and Flood Resilienc\, to serYe as the Count\¶s agent for the Ha]ard 
Mitigation Grant Program.  Mr. Finn seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Finn moYed to adopt Resolution R-10-22-2019 requesting PennDOT to conduct a 
feasibilit\ stud\ on establishing a fi[ed route public transportation serYice in Montour, 
Columbia, Northumberland, Sn\der and Union counties. Mr. Hartman seconded. Mr. 
Finn said he hopes other counties Zill join the initiatiYe for the stud\, Zhich requires no 
funds from the Count\. Should PennDOT approYe a subsequent three-\ear pilot program, 
local matching funds of 15 percent Zould be required, Zhich Mr. Finn said ma\ be found 
through priYate funds.

 Mr. Hartman moYed to approYe a purchase of serYice agreement Zith DiYersified 
Treatment AlternatiYes on behalf of Children & Youth SerYices retroactiYe to Jul\ 1, 
2019 through June 30, 2020. Mr. Finn seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Finn moYed to enter into an agreement Zith Infocon for its neZ online marriage 
application sub-s\stem for the Office of Prothonotar\/Clerk of Courts. Mr. Hartman 
seconded. Mrs. KauZell said the program Zill alloZ applicants to start the marriage 
license application process online from an\Zhere and Zill reduce staff time on 
applications. The $650.00 setup fee and $25.00 monthl\ charge Zill be paid from her 
office¶s Automation Fund. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.  

Mr. Finn moYed to approYe Famil\ Medical LeaYe Act leaYe for Ashle\ VanHorn, 
Probation Officer, from October 9 through Januar\ 6, 2020. Mr. Hartman seconded. On 
called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Finn moYed to accept the resignation of Christine Mausteller, Assessment/Ta[ Claim 
Clerk, effectiYe October 8. Mr. Hartman seconded. On called Yote, all Yoted in faYor.

Mr. Finn announced the Sheriff¶s Office Zill sponsor National Drug Take-Back Da\ 
from 10 a.m. until 2 p.m. October 26 in the Courthouse.

Mr. Finn moYed to pa\ the folloZing bills: General Account, $221,643.57; Children & 
Youth, $50,528.48; Liquid Fuels, $434.53; Human and Communit\ SerYice, $4,694.61; 
Facilities, $5,009.22; Other Funds, $195,437.62. Mr. Hartman seconded. On called Yote, 
all Yoted in faYor.
